NEVADA COUNTY ARKANSAS

The history of Nevada County dates back to March 20, 1871

when it was created by an act of the General Assembly out of

territory taken from Columbia, Hempstead and Ouachita Coun-

ties. It was called "Nevada" because of the similarity of
its form to the state of the same name. It is situated in

the Southern part of the state, being bounded on the Last

by Ouachita County, on the North and Northeast by Clark Coun-

ty (from which it is separated by the Little Missouri river)

on the “est by Hempstead County, and on the South by Columbia

County. It has an area of 670 square miles and in 1880 had

a population of 13,000 inhabitants. There ere thirteen

townships, namely: Alebema, Albany, Boughton, Caney, Emmet,

Georgia, Jackson, Leak, Missouri, Parker, Redland, Taylor

and Union. .

The first officers of the county served by appointment under

Gov. Powell Clayton. They were: County and Probate Judge,

D.C. Tuttle; County and Circuit Clerk, A.B. Parsons; Jheriff,
J.3. Vandergriff.

The first County and Circuit courts were held at Mt. Moriah
May 8, 1871. The old oak tree to which the prisoners were
chained day and night, stood for many years. A stone monu-
ment now marks the spot. The county seat was moved to Rosston
and remained there until 1877 when the Ceiro and Fulton R.R.
(later Iron Mountain and Southern - now Missouri Pacific) wes
completed and quite e little city had been formed at Prescott
on Prairie DeAnne. (The town was laid out and settled Sept.
1873). The county seat was then (Aug. 1877) moved to that city.

In Prescott, the first county and circuit courts were held in
the Methodist Episcopal Church South. In 1884 a commodious
two story brick court house was built as a cost of $20,000.
It was finished below end above stairs in native pine. By
1910 this building was considered inadequate for the growing
population. It was razed and the present one finished in 1911,
at a cost of 45 thousand and 70 dollars. At the 1940 census,
the population was given as 19,786.

SELCOME THOMAS ALMAND

was born July 16, 1852 at Conyers, Rockdale County, Georgia, the son
of David Butler Almand of Irish descent, and his wife, Mahaleh (Plun-
ket) Almand. David Butler Almand was born Sept. 7, 1816 and died Sept
12, 1873. Buried in Friendship Cemetery, Nevada County, Arkansas.
He was a Primitive Beptist minister, one of his charges being Friend-
ship church near what is now Cale, Nevada County, Ark. He was a land
owner and gave the ground on which Friendship Church and Cemetery were
located. Mahalah Piunket was born Jan. 30, 1812 and died in the year
1885. Children of David Butler Almand and his wife, Mehaleh were:
John, David Butler, elcome Thomas, Henry, Joseph, Simeon, Sareh (Mrs
George M. Daniel), Martha (Mrs Alfred Turner), Harriet (Mrs Banjemin
Fairchilds), Nency (Mrs James Toland).

Welcome Thomas Almand, the subject of this sketch, came to Arkansas
with his parents when he was a small boy (sometime between 1855 and
1860). He attended the common schools of the community. ‘hen he
ceme to manhood, he bought land near Friendship Church, a part of his
father's farm. He was also a carpenter.

In the year 1871, “elcome Thomas Almand was married to Mary Cynthia
Moore (Aug. 10, 1855-June 15, 1883), daughter of Robert F. Moore, (Nov
29, 1925-Mey 1, 1865) and his wife Maria Jane (Landers) Moore(b. July
6, 1634) who were married Nov. 13, 1851. Robert F. Moore was a native
of Alabama of Scotch descent. The Moores came to Arkansas before the
Civil War and Robert F. was soldier in the Confederate Army, probably
enlisting Union County, Ark., where the family lived at the time. He
died from illness during the War. AfterThe war, Maria Jane Lenders
Moore moved to a small farm north of Emmet on what is now the Broad-
way of America, where she died and was buried. The Cemetery (Serepta)
joined her farm. Zach of her children were buried there. Children
of Robert F. Moore end his wife, Marie Jane (Landers) Moore were:
Mary Cynthia (Mrs W.T. Almand), Sarah Edna (unmarried), Jemes William,
Charles B., Robert.

Mary Cynthie (Moore) Almand died July 15, 1883. Buried at Mmmet
beside her mother, Maria Jane (Landers) Moore who passed away in the
year 1881. Welcome Thomas Almend married 2nd, Elle Wright, March
16, 1884.

Children of Velcome Thomas Alamnd and his wife, Mary Cynthia were:
Betty Levenia (Mrs John Sutton), Sarah Jane (Mrs Thomas Hurndon),
Hattie C. (married Yat. W. White), Abbie D. (married Smith Hert),
Robert B. Died in infancy.
Children of ‘elcome Thomas Almend and his second wife, Elle Wright
were: Lizzie Leora (married Shelton Nelson), Ollie Estella (married
Hooper MeCain), Clarence Monroe, Joseph Sidney.

Welcome Thomas Almend was a member of the Caney Methodist Church
near whet was then Honeaville post office. He died Oct. 8, 1917
on his farm near Friendship Church and was buried near Cale at
Caney church.

Thomas Alsabrook came to Arkensas in 1855 with his mother's brother,
Seaborn Jones Martin and Robert Dougles Martin. They settled in whet
is now Nevada County. On January 13, 1857, Thomas Alsabrook was mar-
ried to Mary G. Munn (April 10, 1841-Sept 15, 1883),a native of Mar-
shell County, Mississippi. She was the daughter of James Munn (b.May
24, 1806 in Montgomery County, N.C.) and his wife, lucindy (Johnson)
Munn.

The subject of this sketch joined the Confederate Army, March 11,1862
19th Arkansas, Company H., Sol. Dockery's Inf. He was in the battle
of Corinth, Champion’s Hill, Vicksburg, but escaped without injury,
Leter at Marks’ Mill (Arkansas), he was wounded in the leg by a minie-
ball and on the head by a shell. He left the army somewhet disabled
though he was able to lead a normal, happy life.

After the death of his wife, Mary (Munn) Alsabrook (Sept 15, 1883),
Thomas Alsabrook married Mary 3, Medders, native of the state of
Alabama by whom he hed no issue.

Thomas Alsabrook was a man of family prayer - an ardent member of
the Cumberland Presbyterian Church, though his parents had been mem-
bers of the United Baptists, his father dying in full communion with
the seme in 1865.

On August 29, 1916, Thomas Alsabrook died and was buried at Mt. Mor-
iah, Nevada County, Arkansas.

He was a Democrat. His futher was a Jhig.

CAPTAIN JOHN

 

Ceptain John Agustus Ansley was born on a plantation in Abbeville
District, South Carolina in 1841. Sineé his family intended for
him to enter the Presbyterian Ministry, he was sent. eway to school
when only eight years of age. Later he attended Due est College
in Ericson County, South Carolina; then he was graduated with hon-
ors from the University of Virginia. He was educated in the clase
sies and fine arts, and spoke eight languages.

 

 

Upon Agustus’ graduation from college, he joined the Confederate
Army end served for two years as a Captain. It wes characteris-
tic of him when cited to promotion to Major he refused the advance
in rank, telling his General thet he chose to remain 4 Captain;
that it wes the quality of work that counted and not the rank thet
mattered.

Like so many young men at the close of the Yar between the States,
Captein Ansley went to Texes to meke his life anew, While there
he married Miss Elizabeth McKelvey, of Temple, Texas. He bought
isnd, and engeged in farming in that section of Texas for a few
years, then decided to come to Prescott, Arkansas, where his father
had settled efter moving from South Carolina.

Upon arrival in Prescott, Captain Ansley saw the great need of a
school, and built the tnsley, or Prescott Academy. He enrolied
the more advanced young people of the community and taught history,
English, high mathematics an@ the languages. He was conscien-
tious and able teacher, inspiring his students to a real love of
knowledge.

Nhile Captain Ansley did not decide upon the Ministry as his Life
work, he wes desply devoted to the Presbyterian Church, His om
family was growing up in Prescott, and along with other leading
eitizens, he felt the need of a Presbyterian church. These men
set to work to raise funds to build a chureh, and were successful
in their attempts, establishing the Cumberland Presbyterian,
Preseott's first house of worship on April 12, 1874. Captain
Ansley was a staunch supporter in its organization and gave freely
of his time and means, As long as Captéin Ansley remained in
Prescott he teught the Men*s Bible Class. His educational back
ground and his deeply consecrated life admirably fitted hin for
this service. His class was always well attended and his taching
was deeply appreciated.

Some years later, Captain and Mrs Ansley and their family moved
to Portland Oregon where he engaged in newspaper business. While
editing the paper, he reeeived-a cell to assume the presidency of
Sweetwater College in Texas. He accepted this position end was
preparing to move again when severe cold developed into pneumonia
and he died at the age of fifth-three,
