EARLY HISTORY

Ebenezer Cemetery dates back to the 1850’s when most of this area was first settled by our
pioneer ancestors who had left their homes in the eastern states in search of a better life for
their families. It took a lot of courage for them to make a move of several hundred miles,
much as it took courage for their fathers who made the decision long ago to leave their
homelands in Ireland, Scotland, and other parts of Europe and make the long, difficult
journey by ships to the United States. Life expectancy in those days was much shorter than
today and the days were filled with hard work. Families were large and farming was the
main occupation. It is amazing how much some of these early settlers accomplished and we
should appreciate their sacrifices.

The oldest marked grave in Ebenezer Cemetery is that of William B. Hackette, son of Dr. M.
B. Hackette, Jr. and Mrs. E. A. Hackette. The child died in 1859 and lived almost three
months. There are many unidentified graves marked with sand rocks and some of these
graves could be even older. An unusual grave not far from the Hackette plot is surrounded
by huge sand rocks stacked three high. The person buried here is unknown, but must have
been a prominent person of that time. The family went to a great deal of trouble to mark
this person’s final resting place with these huge stones.

The name Ebenezer is a Biblical name and comes from the story of the Israelites, led by
Samuel, doing battle with the Philistines as recorded in | Samuel, chapter 7.

| Samuel 7: 12

Then Samuel took a stone, and set [it] between Mizpeh and Shen, and
called the name of it Ebenezer, saying, Hitherto hath the LORD helped us.

We don’t know the person responsible for naming this location Ebenezer. Early settlers may
have named it for a similar place back east that was named Ebenezer or some of them may
have remembered the story of how the Lord helped Israel in the battle with the Philistines
and wanted to give the Lord credit for helping them in their journey to their new homes in
Arkansas. Just as Samuel had placed a stone marker to mark the place where the Lord
helped the Israelites defeat the Philistines, our families place stones at this place called
Ebenezer to remember their loved ones who are buried here.

These early settlers established a Methodist Episcopal church at this location as a place of
worship and as deaths occurred, the most likely place to develop a cemetery would be near
the church. Ebenezer is shown on an 1865 map of this area and is marked with a cross
symbol indicating a church. In the early 1900’s, a school was located across the road from
the church.



A deed for the cemetery is recorded in Book 66, page 389 at the Nevada County courthouse.
The grantors are A. C. Moody and Fannie C. Moody. The grantees are I. N. Tunnell, J. H.
Griffith, and Walter Kirk and their successors as grave yard committee. The description is as
follows:

Beginning at the southeast corner of the southwest quarter of the northeast quarter of
Section 21, Township 12 South, Range 20 West. Running west 220 yards, thence north 78
yards, thence east 118 yards, thence southeast 112 yards to the place of beginning,
containing 2 %2 acres, more or less. The date of the deed is September 12, 1914.

This deed only covered the cemetery. The church property (10 acres) was donated by J. W.
Whaley and Rachel Whaley. Church trustees when the deed was recorded in April, 1896
were J. W. Whaley, W. D. House, and John P. Otwell. The deed stated that the land shall
be “used, kept, and maintained as a place of divine worship and the residue shall be for the
use and occupancy of the preachers who shall from time to time be appointed in said
place”. As population decreased, the church was finally forced to close. The building was
sold and moved sometime in the early 1970’s.

The church property was conveyed by deed on August 9, 1974 from the United Methodist
Church to the Ebenezer Cemetery Association. This deed is recorded in Book 312, page 32.
The description on the deed is as follows:

The Northeast Quarter of the Northwest Quarter of the Southeast Quarter of Section 21,
Township 12 South, Range 20 West, containing 10 acres, more or less.

A group of local individuals worked together during the 1960’s to improve the cemetery. A
chain link fence was erected, a road was built completely around the edge of the cemetery,
and a nice arch was built over the front gate with the name Ebenezer Cemetery. Some of
those involved in this were Ruel McKelvy, Horace Kirk, Lee Roy McKelvy, Hildre Griffith, Sam
Chamlee, and John McCain.

Although a cemetery committee had been in existence for several years, it was formally
incorporated as the Ebenezer Cemetery Association June 9, 1975. The members of the first
board of directors were: Ellis Johnson, J. D. Norman, Horace Kirk, Claudis Nelson, Ruel
McKelvy, Opal Delaney, Keeley McDonald, Virda McCain, and John McCain. The association
decided to have annual meetings the first Sunday in May to discuss cemetery business.

The present officers of the Ebenezer Cemetery Association elected in 2019 are: Dennis
Plyler, president; Ronnie McKelvy, vice-president; Jerry McKelvy, secretary-treasurer.
Committee members are: Bobby McAteer, Todd McAteer, Jeanie McKelvy, Linda Carman,
and Becky Davis.



ROCK GRAVE AT EBENEZER

It is unknown who is buried in this grave surrounded by huge rocks. I think it would be safe to assume
that it was probably a prominent citizen of that day. Someone went to a lot of trouble to collect these
huge stones and haul them to the cemetery. The nearest place one could find these type stones would be
in the Rocky Hill community, about three or four miles from the cemetery.

Mr. Barksdale
was wounded at Murfreesboro, TN in 1863, causing the loss of his right eye. He is a successful farmer,
owning about 620 acres and a member of the Corinthian Lodge No. 448. (from a sketch of well-known
Nevada Co. citizens by Winnie Hamilton-found in Nevada Co. Library and Southwest Arkansas
Regional Archives).

She says,
that it didn't take long before J. P. daughter, Laura Elizabeth, met and married the Brooks son, Edd
Brooks. After a period of time, Ed and Laura moved to Forrest, Texas where he worked for the
Chronister Lumber Company. The grandparents both stayed there in Ark. So, I have no doubt found
the burial sites in the Ebenezer for Thomas S and Elizabeth Brooks are my family. Also, you have Ida
M. Brooks listed and she was Thomas and Elizabeth's daughter. She died very young. She had a twin
sister called Ada M Brooks, and she married Erastus Bever and they moved to California. Census states
she died in CA.

I suspect the Brooks, Bever you have is probably tied to a child she may have had that died early. I have
US Census records that put the Brooks in Arkansas, Nowlands and Hempstead areas. Not sure where
that is at, but you probably do. Also, Bula Bell Brooks, I'll keep looking for you, but I saw your note
records from Howard Foster and Edward Dunn. I'll see if I can find anything else. (from Debbie

The father was born
in 1792 in South Carolina and died in 1826. The parents were married in South Carolina in 1817, and to
them were born six children, two now living. The father took for his second wife Miss Amelia Smith in
1827, and 14 children resulted from this union, one now living. The second wife was born in 1804 and
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died in 1888. The parents of our subject were members of the Missionary Baptist Church. William B.
Calhoun was early taught the duties of the farm, and received his education in his native state, where he
assisted his father until 1838. He then engaged in tilling the soil for himself, and has continued to
follow this occupation ever since. His first wife, Marie Beasley, was born in South Carolina in 1817 and
died in 1849. They were the parents of seven children: Martha, Nathan, Eugenia, Emma, Jesse, and two
who died unnamed. Mr. Calhoun’s second wife, Tilda McSweeny, was a native of Maryland, born in
1817 and died in 1867. His third wife, Hannah Turnage, is a native of Alabama, born in 1840, and is
still living. Mr. Calhoun moved from South Carolina to Mississippi with his first wife in 1840, thence to
Arkansas in 1848, and settled in [what is now] Nevada County, where he remained five years. He then
went to Concordia Parish, LA, residing there until the Civil War, and then went to Texas, where he
remained during hostilities. He afterward returned to Louisiana, remained but a short time and then
came to Arkansas, where he remained one year. From there he went to South Carolina again, but after
two years came back to Nevada County, AR where he has continued ever since. He is the owner of 500
acres of choice land and a large cotton gin. He lost all his property during the war. Aside from his
farming interests, he is also raising a few fine horses and is quite successful as a stockman and farmer.
He and his wife are worthy members of the Methodist Episcopal Church, and he is a strong Union labor
man in politics.

We have our
baby with us yet, Maurie, 15 years old.

Well, it was mother, precious mother, who taught me of a Savior’s love. I always wanted to be a
Christian, but did not know how, it seemed. So, when I was 12 years of age, I felt that the Savior of this
world was knocking at my heart’s door and I made a start to try to live a christian life and join the
church, but so many discouraged me by saying now you don’t know what you are doing. You are too
young to join the church, so I decided to wait and did until 1904. I was so hungry all this time for the
Savior to enter my heart and the time came that I realized I must accept Christ Jesus. So I did, but did
not have the opportunity to join the church until Aug., 1907 and I did unite with the Methodist church at
Rocky Hill on the Prescott circuit and I was trying all the time to discharge my duty, live the very best I
could it seemed, but still I wasn’t satisfied. There was something lacking. I would see others enjoy
religion so much, but I could not feel like that. So Aug. 8, 1908, a little Holiness preacher by the name
of Fred Mendrel came to our church and conducted a meeting. He preached God’s divine truth, the
word of God, and proved that we have a Holy Bible and showed me that the Bible teaches us that
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without Holiness, no man shall see the Lord, and that there was a way and a highway, and this is the way
of Holiness--that this was a full and free salvation. So I sought and accepted this full and free salvation
and it casteth all fear and from that day until now, I’ve never been afraid to witness for my Savior and
let the world know that I am a child of the heavenly king and I am not afraid to work for my Savior. I
am enjoying his presence with me every day, even though I am and have been on the bed of affliction
for more that five months; His grace is sufficient for me. Yea, though I walk through the valley of the
shadow of death, I will fear no evil for Thou art with me, Thy rod and Thy staff, they comfort me.

My dear husband and precious children, I love you all and have tried to do the best I could for all of you.
I know I’ve made mistakes in many ways, but these were errors of the head and not the heart. I think I
can say I haven’t committed any willful sin or transgressed the laws of God. I love everybody and want
to see everybody saved. I surely do appreciate everything that has been done for me since I’ve been sick
and pray God’s richest blessings on every doctor and every person that has visited me or sent cards or
anything to me, and my Sunday school class and good neighbors who have been so nice to me and for
every flower that has been brought or sent to me. I can see God’s handiwork in every rosebud and
flower in the hearts of my friends. I sometimes get blue and out of heart and then I let these precious
words run through my mind: “Let not your heart be troubled, ye believe in God, believe also in me. In
my father’s house are many mansions. If it were not so, I would have told you. I go to prepare a place
for you.” This is a great consolation to me. Praise His holy name and He says, “If I go and prepare a
place for you, I will come again and receive you to myself, that where I am, there ye may be also.”
Many are the afflictions of the righteous, but the Lord delivered him out of them all.

Now, my dear brothers and sisters and your families, I pray God’s richest blessings on each of you and
that all will live so we will meet in that beautiful home on high; that it may be an unbroken circle in
heaven and that all the children I have helped to raise will live to meet me in that home on high, and my
dear baby who is only 15 years of age, I pray my prayers will be answered that her life will be a blessing
to God who gave it, and to the family. I am deprived of a lot of this world’s goods, but I feel rich in
spirit. I would not give the hope I have of eternal life for this world. So let’s show this world the joy of
serving Jesus with a smile, and let our lights so shine that they may lead others on to a better world.
Praise His holy name. I am watching and waiting and ready to go. We have a great privilege of taking
everything to God in prayer. “Ready to go, Ready to stay, Ready my place to fill, Ready for service
lowly or great, Ready to do His will. Lord, it belongeth not to my care whether I die or live, To love and
serve Thee, is my share and this Thy grace must give. If life be long I will be glad that I may long obey;
If short, yet why should I be sad to soar to endless day. Christ leads me through no darker room, than
when he went through before; He, that into God’s kingdom comes, must enter by this door.” These
remarks are the sentiments of my heart.

I, W. C. Thompson, was born in Monroe County, Georgia, March 23, 1840. Moved with my father
to Tallapoosa County, Alabama, in December 1852 and came to Arkansas October 1859. Enlisted
in Tom P. Dockery Company from Ouachita County Arkansas. Went from Camden, Arkansas, in
May 1861 to Little Rock where we swore into the Arkansas State Troops. We went from there to
Fort Smith and from Fort Smith to Wilson Creek in Missouri. Was in the Battle of Oaks Hill in
the 5th Regiment of the Arkansas Volunteers. Was disbanded after the Battle of Walnut Springs
and came back to Ouachita County after being paid off in Arkansas State Scrip. Enlisted in the J.
L. Cook Company in Duvalls Bluff in March 1862. We organized a Regiment known afterwards
as the 19th Arkansas. We were sent to Fort Pillow.

From there to Shiloh near Corinth, Mississippi. When we got there the battle was over. We fell
back to Corinth and was in the battle there. Cable Brigade was in the battle of Iuka, Mississippi.
We drifted south to Jackson, Mississippi and from there we went to Vicksburg, Mississippi. After
the surrender I was ordered to report at Washington, Hempstead County, Arkansas. We
reorganized the 3rd Consolidated Regiment by taking the 18th, 19th, 20th and 15th Regiments
and consolidating them. The Regiment was commanded by H.G.P. Williams as Colonel, Lard
Mathews as Lieutenant Colonel and Jolly Stuart as Major. We were in the battle of Jenkins Ferry
in the McNair Brigade. We surrendered at Marshall, Texas, disbanded and came home today. I
know of but four of our old company that are living today: myself, Tom Alsobrook, John G.
Purifoy and the two that came to our company as recruits, Dempsey Hazzard and Ephrim Cook."
